As a BA and MA Postgraduate in Photography, Fine Art and Sculpture, in that order, I ‘use’ photography as a tool in my art-practice.  In my work there is a crossover between the ‘photograph’, the ‘art-work’ and the record in which any image becomes interesting, and an ‘epiphany of the everyday’.

I record and make a note of my environment, whether the subject is to do with my fascination with the television, the routes upon which I travel, or the physical texture by which I am confronted daily. I am a traveller through my own environment and culture and seek to make use of any mode of expression, be it photography, paint, mixed media, sculpture, installation or film, as the work demands.

My commercial work has been published in various forms, Annual Reports, catalogues for exhibitions, postcards, magazines, CERAMIC REVIEW and DIVA.  I facilitate a digital photography course at Core Arts in Hackney.

The work you see here reflects my interests and the range of media that I have used.

I have been involved in a number of exhibitions, which are listed on this site, and this. year 2003 I will be involved in the Deptford X Festival June 23rd – 10th July

In recording and making note of my environment, I am a traveller, a passeur through culture, whether it be a fascination  with 'the television',   a conveyor of information and images,  the routes through which I journey, or the physical texture with which I am daily confronted’

My photographs and installations reveal my fascination with the relationship between the human presence/body, the urban material and the structural environment. I often use light as a central signifier, marking presence and absence.  Sound is as important a feature as the visuals, and is frequently the first instigator of an idea; a soundtrack to a life experienced, evoking the film genre.
